The School of the Future Design Competition is 
open to KS2/3 students age 10 - 14. They are challenged 
to design their schools to enhance learning,  conserve 
resources, be environmentally responsible and engage 
the surrounding community.  

The multi-disciplinary solution teaches students how to 
follow a planning process from the concept phase to 
completion of the project with life-long learning skills.  

Students will present their project to a local jury for     
review. Regional finalists teams and their teacher(s) will 
face their final competition at the national jury in    
Washington, DC, where they will gain national             
recognition and significant financial prizes up to 
US$2,000 (UK£ equivalent)
